BY-LAWS OF THE BUNDABERG HOCKEY ASSOCIATION INC. – 2011
INTERPRETATION:

1. INCONSISTENCY IN CONSTITUTION:

If there is any inconsistency between the Constitution of any affiliated Sub-committee, or any Clubs, and the Constitution of the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc., the provisions of the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc. shall prevail.

2. OFF SEASON:

Off season shall mean the period from the first (1st) day in October until the day prior to the first Management Committee Meeting in the following calendar year.

3. PLAYING SEASON:

Playing season shall mean the period from the first Management Committee Meeting in February until the 30th September each year.

4. GRADES:

Senior Grade:  Senior Grade shall mean all teams playing under the control of the Association, not being a Junior Grade.

Junior Grade:  Junior Grade shall mean all teams and players, playing under the control of the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc. who play fixtures.  For the purpose of definition, a player shall be a junior player if, at the commencement of the playing season, he/she is under the age for the grade in which he/she wishes to play.  Grades to be designated by the Association.  A junior player is under the age of seventeen (17) years as at 1st January of that year.

Modified and Minkey grades are also classified as junior players and must be under their respective age groups as at 1st January of that year.  Such age groups shall be designated by the Association.

5. AFFILIATION:

Affiliation with the Association shall be open to any Club within the area of the Association, having membership of at least twelve (12) playing members.  Any Club which is a member of the Association and which fails to maintain a membership of at least twelve (12) members, shall forthwith cease to be a member of the Association.  However, each such member remaining shall be then deemed to be an associate member, unless such member affiliates with another Club.  Each Club must field a junior team to obtain affiliation.  If needed the Association may exercise their discretion in each case.
6. METHOD OF AFFILIATION:

Any Club or Sub-Committee desirous of becoming affiliated with the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc. shall make application in writing to the Secretary of the Association, and such application shall be signed by the President and the Secretary of the applicant’s Club or Sub-Committee.  All applications for affiliation shall be considered by the Management Committee, and no Club or Sub-Committee shall be granted affiliation to the Association except with the approval of a majority of the Management Committee.

7. AFFILIATION – TIME LIMITATION:

All applications by Clubs or Associations desirous of becoming affiliated with the Association in Division 1 Grade, shall be made not later than the 1st February in each year, but the Management Committee may grant applications which may be received at any subsequent date.  All applications for other grades shall be nominated by a date to be fixed each year by the Management Committee.

8. FINANCIAL STATUS:

For a Club or Member to be deemed financial with the Association, all fees and subscriptions payable to the Association, and all fines and levies payable to the Association, must not be more than 28 days in arrears unless otherwise expressly provided for by these Rules.

8.1 FINANCIAL ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP FEES:
Any person, not being a financial member of any affiliated Club or Association, may apply for Associate Membership of the Association.  A fee of twenty ($20) dollars per calendar year shall apply.

8.2 FEES IN ARREARS:

(a) If any fees or fines which are payable to the Association, as set out hereunder, are not paid 

by the date specified by these Rules or by the Management Committee, any member or Club failing to pay such fees or fines shall be deemed to have forfeited all matches won by such member (in the grade he/she is registered) or Club during the period that such fees or fines are unpaid.

(b) Provided however that when the period during which the payment of such fees or fines is 

required has elapsed, the Management Committee shall notify such member or Club directly of such non-payment, and if payment is not made within seven (7) days of such notification, then the provisions of Rule 8.2a shall apply.

(c) It is expressly declared by these Rules that upon subsequent paying of such fees or fines, the 

Management Committee shall not under any circumstances, credit such Club with the matches won by such Club during the period that such fees or fines remain unpaid.

(d) No Club shall be permitted to field players in any final series, unless all fees and fines due 

to the Association are received by the Association at least one (1) week prior to the commencement of such final series.

These rules will be strictly adhered to.

9. FINANCIAL  OBLIGATION:

For the purpose of these Rules, the financial obligation of any Junior/Senior player with respect of any Club, shall be limited to liabilities incurred by them during the preceding five (5) years, reckoned from the date on which such application of transfer.

10. REGISTRATION OF PLAYERS:
(a) All Senior players who wish to register with the Association, shall be required to submit the 

necessary details on a compulsory Registration form provided by the Association each year.  Senior players shall be required to pay an initial registration fee of one hundred ($100) dollars, to be received by the Treasurer or Registrar before such player may take the field.  ALL SENIOR FEES MUST BE FINALISED BY THE 30TH APRIL EACH YEAR.

(b) All Junior players who wish to register with the Association, shall be required to submit the 

necessary details on a compulsory Registration form provided by the Association each year.  Under 6 and under 8 players will be required to pay their registration fee set down by the Bundaberg Hockey Association in full at the time of registering, with other age groups (under 11, under 13 and under 15) must pay an initial registration fee of twenty ($20) dollars, to be received by the Treasurer or Registrar before such players may take the field.  Juniors are encouraged to pay their registration fees in full when registering if possible.  ALL JUNIOR FEES MUST BE FINALISED BY THE 30TH APRIL EACH YEAR.

(c) In the event of an application for registration being granted, and the player has taken part in

a match with their registered team, and by light of further evidence it is proven that the player, for any reason is not eligible to be registered with such team, that team will lose any points they have received from that match and the points shall be allocated to the opposition.
11.    JUNIORS PLAYING HIGHER GRADES:

Any Junior player may play one (1) age group higher than his/her registered age group.

Any Junior player may play two (2) age groups higher than his/her registered age group with the 

approval of the Inner Executive.  Before such approval is given, a Bundaberg Hockey Association Consent form, signed by both parents/guardians and an Executive of their registered Club must be completed.

Any Junior player may play three (3) age groups higher than his/her registered age group (ie J1, U/18 and Division 2 only) with the approval of the Inner Executive.  Before such approval is given, a Bundaberg Hockey Association Consent form, signed by both parents/guardians and an Executive of their registered Club must be completed.

Any J1 age group player (ie U/15 player) may play two (2) Senior Divisions with the approval of the Inner Executive.  Before such approval is given, a Bundaberg Hockey Association Consent form, signed by both parents/guardians and an Executive of their registered Club must be completed.

Any team who plays a junior player without Bundaberg Hockey Association approval will lose the match in which that player participates three (3) goals to nil (0).

No Junior player may play more than three (3) games of hockey each weekend unless approved by the Bundaberg Hockey Association due to special circumstances.

12. DUAL REGISTRATION:
12.1 Inter Association registration will be permitted in accordance with the Rules of 

Queensland.  A fee of one hundred ($100) dollars shall be paid to the Association for such registration.  However the Bundaberg Hockey Association has the right to impose a higher registration fee if the Management Committee feels the player is playing an excessive amount of games.

The Q.H.A. dual-registration form must be completed by all the necessary parties and forwarded to Hockey Queensland before the player may take part in any match.  

Any inter-association dual registered player shall be graded Division 1.  Permission shall be required by the Bundaberg Hockey Association should the player wish to play in any other graded.

12.2 Inter Club dual-registration will be allowed with the permission of the Management

Committee, provided that the Club with which they are first registered, shall not have a team in that grade.  An inter Club dual registration form must be completed and approved by the Management Committee before the player can play in any match.

13.    UNREGISTERED PLAYERS:

Any Club playing an unregistered, unfinancial, or otherwise ineligible player, or a player who is excluded by virtue of these Rules, will lose the match in which that player participated, by three (3) goals to nil (0).  The Club will also be fined twenty-five ($25) dollars per player played unregistered.

A game cannot commence if a suspended player is on the field.

14.    INTER-CLUB TRANSFERS:

14.1 A player may transfer to another Club at the beginning of the new hockey season.

Before they register with his/her Club, they must first obtain a Clearance from his/her old Club.  No player may play in any match for the new Club unless this Clearance is submitted to the Bundaberg Hockey Association.

14.2 No player shall transfer during any playing season from one Club without notifying the 

Inner Executive, or other Sub-committee so appointed for the regulation of player transfers, prior to playing for another Club.  Consent in writing, on an official Bundaberg Hockey Association transfer form must be obtained from the other Club of which such player is a member, before such transfer is considered.  A minimum waiting period of seven (7) days shall apply to all such transfers, after the receipt of a Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc. application to transfer.

14.3 No such Club will give its consent for the transfer of a player from the Club to another 

Club unless such player is a financial member of the Club.

14.4 Such Clearance shall be lodged with the Secretary or Registrar prior to the registration 

of the player with the player’s new Club.

14.5 Players transferred from one Club to another will be registered by the player’s new Club

in the manner prescribed, and such players shall not play until such time they are so registered.

14.6 If a player decides to transfer from one Club to another and is unable to obtain a 

Clearance to do so from his/her original Club, he/she shall have the right to refer the question to the Management Committee who may grant such a Clearance, after an examination of all aspects of the case.

14.7 No player shall transfer from one Club to another Club during or after the start of the 

last round of Premiership Fixtures.

14.8 No player belonging to a team which has been suspended, disqualified, disbanded or

excluded by virtue of these Rules, shall be permitted to play in another team without first obtaining the sanction of the Management Committee, and paying to the Association a proportion, on a per capita basis of the fees due to the Club of which he/she was a member, as determined by the Management Committee.

15.    TWO TEAMS IN THE SAME GRADE:

Where Clubs have two (2) or more teams in the same grade, seven (7) players must be allocated into each team at the start of the second round, the balance is available to be drawn upon for either team.  Prior to semi-finals the balance of players remaining are to be named in either team, with the exception of goal-keepers to be allowed to play on the field in the opposite team (field only).
16.    GRADING OF SENIOR PLAYERS:

16.1 The Management Committee shall determine what players will be graded Division 1

only.

16.2 All players have the right to appeal against their gradings.  All appeals are to be in 

writing with a ten ($10) dollar fee and all appeals shall be dealt with at the next available Management Committee meeting.  If an appeal is successful the ten ($10) dollar fee shall be refunded.

16.3 The Management Committee may add to or remove players names from the list at any

Management Committee meeting.

16.4 Any player graded must be over 15 years of age as at 1st January of the current playing

Year.

16.5 Any J1 player graded shall still be permitted to play their J1 game, but shall play 

Division 1 only in the Senior Grade.

16.6 Any Inter-Association player shall be graded Division 1.  Permission must be given by

the Management Committee if the player wishes to play in any other grade.

17.    GRADING OF JUNIOR PLAYERS:
The grading of junior players in Divisions J1, J2, J3 or J4 shall be determined by the Bundaberg Hockey Association Junior Committee, to be then ratified by the Management Committee.

Any player graded out of his or her age group has the right to appeal.  All appeals are to be in writing and shall be dealt with by the Junior Committee, then to be ratified by the Management Committee.  

18.    GRADING OF TEAMS:

The Management Committee, or any Sub-Committee so appointed by the Management Committee, or duly elected at the Annual General Meeting of the Association, shall determine the number and classification of Grades for any one season.

All teams in each division of a grade, or in each grade not divided into divisions, shall compete amongst themselves for the premiership of that grade or division.

19.    LIST OF TEAMS:

The list of teams in an umpire’s report of any match, shall be prima facie evidence that the persons mentioned therein played in such matches.

20.    COMPLETION OF TEAMS:

Teams may be completed to their full strength of sixteen (16) players at any time during the match, provided that the names of the players coming onto the field, are added to the card.

No team shall take the field with less than seven (7) players, except as provided under Rules 29 and 30.
21.    NAME OF CLUB:

The Management Committee shall be empowered to approve the name of any Club or Committee, becoming a member of the Association.  All applications should be in writing and addressed to the Secretary.

Any Club wishing to change their approved name shall also apply in writing, and be subject to further approval.

22.    REGISTRATION OF UNIFORMS:

All Clubs must forward a description of their proposed uniform, with their application for membership of the Association.  This then becomes the registered uniform following approval from the Association.  Any Club permitting a member to play in other than its approved uniform, and the player themselves, shall be deemed guilty of an infringement of these Rules and may be dealt with under Rule 39.  Such uniforms may be altered from time to time, only with the consent of the Management Committee.

23.    CLUBS TO APPOINT A SECRETARY:

Each Club shall appoint a Secretary, to whom all letters and communications from the Association shall be directed.  Each Secretary shall be responsible for circulating that correspondence and organising prompt replies as necessary.

24.    CORRESPONDENCE:

All notifications from Clubs and the Association to the Secretary, shall be in writing, on paper properly headed with the name of the Club or Association, with the present postal address and phone contact of such Club or Association.

25.    RULES OF THE GAME:

The Bundaberg Hockey Association shall be bound by the Rules of the game of hockey, as they are recognised by the Australian hockey Association, save where the game shall conflict with the Constitution and Rules of this Association, as to balls, nets or other materials used, and such Rules, save where so conflicting, shall be deemed to have been incorporated herein, and from part thereof.

26.    POINTS:
During the fixture competition, three (3) points will be awarded for a win, one (1) point for a draw and zero (0) for a loss.

27.    FORFEITS:

27.1 Any Club receiving a forfeit shall be credited with three (3) points and shall be treated 

As having scored three (3) goals to nil (0).  Any team giving a forfeit shall be treated as having lost the game three (3) goals to nil (0).  In the event of two teams giving a walkover to each other, the points scored by each team shall be nil (0) and goals scored shall be nil (0).

27.2 For the purpose of these Rules, a forfeit shall be deemed to have arisen when one team 

on the day of play, fails to appear at the time set down for play within such time specified in the Rules of the Association, and without notification that such team intends to forfeit; or appears at the playing ground with less than seven (7) player.  In such case, the opposing team, before being credited with the points allowed under these Rules, shall be required to take the field and to comply in all other aspects with the requirements of these Rules, as fully as if the opposing team had appeared, PROVIDED however, that such team shall not be required, when having taken the field, to take any further part in the game.  A team shall also be deemed to have forfeited if they have failed to take the field within five (5) minutes of the scheduled starting time.  When notification of the intention to forfeit a match has been given,  the opposing team is not required to take the field.

27.3 For the team forfeiting a fixture match, the Club concerned will be liable for the ground

Fees of their team’s opponents, in addition to their own.

The Club concerned will also be liable for a fine imposed by the Bundaberg Hockey Association.

28.    PENALTIES:

FAILURE TO UMPIRE:

28.1 Umpires appointed are required to fulfil their duties.  If unable to do so, it is the

Responsibility of that Umpire and his/her Club to find a suitable replacement from a pool, as approved by the Umpires Committee.  Failure to do so will result in a fine and a suspension.  The fine imposed in twenty-five ($25) dollars for the Club and twenty-five ($25) dollars for the Umpire.  The Umpire is also suspended until the fine of fifty ($50) dollars is paid in full.
28.2 Should the umpire appointed for any fixture match not have arrived on the playing field 

within two (2) minutes of the scheduled time, he/she will automatically be fine/suspended as per Rule 28.1.

       SURFACE INFRINGEMENTS:

28.3 Jumping the fence, using the surface for anything other than hockey, and failing to water

the surface prior to use are all considered breaches of the Bundaberg Hockey Association’s policy.  A fifty ($50) dollar fine for each offence will occur.  A fourth offence will see Club Executives appearing before the Judiciary.

29.    FIELD NUMBERS OF REGISTERED PLAYERS:

In all grades, with the exception of Minkey, no team shall be allowed to take the field with fewer than seven (7) players of their respective team, including a Goal Keeper.

30.    MINKEY (U/6 & U/8) NUMBERS AND SUBSTITUTES:
For the Minkey division, no team shall take the field with fewer than four (4) players, with a maximum of six (6) players permitted on the field at any given time.  It is recommended that teams play on half (1/2) field, with coaches permitted to coach and control the game.  The U/6 division will play two (2) fifteen (15) minute halves, one each way, while the U/8 division will play two (2) twenty (20) minute halves, one each way.  Mixed teams are preferred.

31.    SUBSTITUTION:

Both men and women shall play the substitution rules of rolling subs, by reporting to the Tech Bench before taking the field of play.  All substitutions must be made from the centre line on the Tech Bench side of the field, for both grass and surface games.

32.    TECHNICAL BENCH:

A Technical Bench will be provided for all Division 1 and Division 2 games played on the surface (field 1), which be responsible for keeping the official time for the match, and the keeping of a written record of all changes and substitutions during a game.

33.    TEAM’S DUTIES BEFORE EACH MATCH:

Before the commencement of each match, the captain of each team shall hand to the Tech Bench a list of players in their teams, on the prescribed for, and one (1) match ball per team.

34.    FIXTURE MATCH LENGTH:

All Division 1 matches shall be of two (2) periods of thirty-five (35) minutes each way, and an interval of five (5) minutes shall be allowed between periods.  Provided further that periods for age grades shall be: Minkey (U/6) – fifteen (15) minutes each way; Minkey (U/8) – twenty (20) minutes each way; Under 11 – twenty (20) minutes each way; Under 13 and Under 15 – twenty-five (25) minutes each way; Under 18 and Division 2 – thirty (30) minutes each way.
35.    SCALE OF PENALTIES:

35.1 Under 18 and Senior players receiving ten (10) points within a six (6) week period,

must serve one (1) weeks suspension automatically.  One week suspension shall be seven (7) days from the accumulation of ten (10) points.

35.2 On receipt of a RED card, the player concerned will automatically be required to appear

before the Judiciary Committee.  If found guilty by the Judiciary of the said charge, the player shall be sentenced at the discretion of the Judiciary Committee with the recommendation from the Bundaberg Hockey Association for a minimum of two (2) weeks suspension, provided with any such penalty shall have the right of appeal.

35.3 Any Junior player receiving fifteen (15) points with a six (6) week period, must 

automatically appear before the Junior Judiciary Committee.

Green Card -
Suspension for a period of two (2) minutes.

Yellow Card - 
Suspension for a minimum period of at least five (5) minutes and at the discretion



of the umpire, any additional time.  The Umpire shall advise the Technical Bench of 

the period for which the player is to be suspended at the time of the offence.  



A five (5) points penalty shall be imposed.

Red Card -
Automatic suspension for the remainder of the match, and the player shall appear



before the Judiciary Committee as provided in Rule 35.2.
Umpires must liase with the Tech Bench to record any penalties imposed and reasons for them.  Players receiving a “yellow card” suspension must stay in the Tech Bench area until advised by the Tech Bench persons when he/she may return to the playing field.  Players receiving a “red card” suspension are required to leave the game and neither play, umpire or be on any official part of the players area, such as the playing field or technical area, until they appear before the Judiciary Committee.

A suspended player can neither play, umpire or be on any official part of the players area, such as the playing field or technical area, until their suspension is fully served.

36.    THE JUDICIARY COMMITTEE:

(a) The Judiciary Committee shall be appointed by the Management Committee of the 

Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc. as soon as practicable after the Annual General Meeting and shall consist of three (3) members who shall not currently be associated with any Club, as a current player or administrator.  A proxy is to be appointed to enable a Committee of no less than three (3) to meet at each sitting.

(b) All charges of Misconduct reported in writing against any team, Club, player or member, on 

or off the field, must be heard by the Judiciary Committee who shall have the power to :

(i) Dismiss the charge or

(ii) Impose on the team, player, Club or member against whom the charge preferred, a fine not exceeding two ($200) hundred dollars, or to reprimand, suspend or disqualify any team, Club, player or member so charged, failing to attend without reasonable cause as the Judiciary Committee deems it.

Any matter being the subject of consideration and/or decision by the Judiciary Committee shall  not be discussed with, or conveyed to, any person or persons outside the precincts of such Committee by any of the foresaid Committee.

Any person required to attend and answer any charges of misconduct or infringement of these Rules, shall be permitted the right to have the President or Secretary or Representative of his/her Club accompany and assist him/her defence of such charges.

Junior members who are so charged may be accompanied by a parent or a parent’s representative.

(c) A charge of misconduct may be made by the report of an umpire or by the referral of the 

matter to the Judiciary Committee, by the Management Committee.  Where the charge of misconduct is made by the report of an umpire, it may be either in writing on the team card, or by a written account.  Upon such a report being made by an umpire, the Secretary shall convene a meeting of the Judiciary Committee and be held at 6.00pm Tuesday following the incident, or at such other time as may be convenient.

(d) The President or Secretary shall notify the Club or Sub-Association which is the subject of

the charge, together with the member of such Club or Sub-Association against whom a charge is laid, and umpire or person making the charge, of the time and place of the hearing: ie 6.00pm Tuesday at the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc.
(e) If a person, or body charged fails to appear before the Judiciary Committee at the appointed

time without reasonable cause, he or she is suspended until such time as he or she appears before the Committee.

(f) If the Judiciary Committee is unable to meet on Tuesday, for some good reason, prior to the

next fixture match, then the Chairperson of such Committee may at his own discretion appoint some other time for the hearing of the charge.

(g) If members of the Judiciary Committee are unable to meet within the week, the Inner

Executive shall hear the case, along with the available members of the Judiciary.

(h) At its first meeting in each season, the Judiciary Committee shall appoint a Chairperson

for the ensuing year.  In the absence of the Chairperson at any meeting, another member of the 

Committee shall be appointed to the Deputy Chairperson.

(i) The person charge will not be permitted to be present when other persons, including the 

Umpire gives evidence.

(j) The Judiciary Committee may entirely at its discretion, hear evidence from persons other

than the person making the charge and the person charged.

(k) The Chairperson of the Judiciary Committee shall notify the person charged of the matter of

the charge made against her/him  upon their first appearance before the Committee.
(l) The Chairperson of the Judiciary Committee shall record the findings of the Committee in

writing and shall notify these findings to the Secretary within forty-eight (48) hours of the hearing and the Secretary shall notify the Club, or affiliated body whose member is the subject of the charge, within forty-eight (48) hours of the findings of the Committee and the penalty imposed

(if any).

37.    APPEALS:

37.1 Any decision handed down by the Judiciary Committee shall be subject to appear to a

Bundaberg Hockey Association Appeals Committee, whose decision shall be final and binding with no further appeal to any other body or Association.

37.2 An appeal shall be made in writing and shall be accompanied by a fee of fifty ($50) 

Dollars, which shall only be refunded if the appeal is wholly successful.  Any such appeal and fee shall be in the hands of the Secretary no later than forty-eight (48) hours following the receipt of written notification of the penalty imposed.

38.    PROTESTS AND CHARGES:

Every protest of an infringement of the Constitution or Rules of the Association, against any Committee, Club, tea, player or member (except those of a material nature, or for which a fine or a specific sum is provided in the Rules), must be heard by the Management Committee who have the power to:

38.1 In the cast of a protest, either:

(a) dismiss the protest, or

(b) alter the result of the game in question, or

(c) order a replay thereof, or

(d) refer the matter to the Judiciary Committee.

38.2 In the case of an alleged infringement of the Constitution or Rules, either

(a) dismiss the charge or protest, or

(b) impose on the Committee, Club, team, player or member against whom the charge is preferred a fine not exceeding the sum of two hundred ($200) dollars and/or suspend the Committee, Club, team, player or member for a period deem appropriate.

38.3 In the case of protest or charges of an infringement of the Constitution or Rules, the 

Management Committee will assemble within five (5) days of the date on which the Secretary received the protest or charge and will decide whether to

(a) dismiss the charge or protest, or

(b) investigate the matter more fully at a later date.

38.4 In the cast of 38.3 above, the Secretary shall appoint a time at which the Management

Committee shall meet, and shall notify by letter, all witnesses who, in his/her opinion, or in the opinion of the Management Committee, are necessary for the proper investigation of the matter, and also the Committee, Club, team, player or member charged, or concerned, to be present and shall as far as is practicable convene within fourteen (14) days.

39.    PROCEDURE – DISPUTES, PROTESTS OR CHARGES:
All Sub-Committees, Clubs, teams, players or members referring disputes or charges against any other Sub-Associations, Clubs, teams, players or members, or reporting any infringement of the Rules of Laws of Hockey, shall furnish to the Management Committee through the Secretary, particulars thereof in  writing by three (3) o’clock on the afternoon of the Tuesday following the alleged infringement, together with a fifty ($50) dollar levy, which may be refunded at the discretion of the relevant committee.  Failure to fulfil these requirements of any such protest, may result in the matter being dismissed by the Management Committee.

40.    MISCONDUCT:
The use of bad language, or threatening or insulting an umpire, player or official during or in connection with any match, shall constitute an offence and shall be dealt with in accordance with these Rules by the Judiciary Committee.

Any Committee, Club, team, player or member threatening, insulting or defaming any other Club, team, player, member, Club officials,  the Bundaberg Hockey Association Executive or the members of the Management Committee on “Facebook” shall constitute an offence and shall be dealt with by the Judiciary Committee.

SUB COMMITTEES:

41.    INNER EXECUTIVE:

During the “off” season the Inner Executive shall be charged with the administration of the Association, and shall consist of the President, Secretary and Treasurer.

42.    SELECTION COMMITTEE:

42.1 There shall be as many separate Selection Committees as the Management Committee

decides.

42.2 The Selection Committee shall meet as requested by the Management Committee to 

pick such representative teams as may be necessary from time to time.
42.3 The Secretary of the Association shall call for nominations from players available for

State Championships if necessary.

42.4 The Selection Committee shall select the representative teams from the players 

available.

42.5 The Selection Committee shall report forthwith to the Secretary, the names of players

chosen to represent the Association.

43.    UMPIRES COMMITTEE:

The Management Committee may appoint an Umpires Committee.  This Committee shall consist of six (6) members who shall be members of the Bundaberg Hockey Association.

The Umpires Committee shall report to the Management Committee and shall be responsible for

(a) The promotion, recruitment and training of umpires from all age groups

(b) The organization of interaction between umpires from all Clubs and those neutral, to standardize the interpretations of the rules of hockey locally.

(c) The supply of written copy of any rule changes, to all Clubs and umpires and to post these same changes on the Association notice board.

(d) The assessment of umpire, and to offer advice to the Games Committee Chairperson as to the suitability of these umpires to umpire particular games.

44.    GAMES COMMITTEE:

The Games Committee shall consist of one member of the Management Committee, the Registrar and one member of the Umpires Committee.

(a) The Games Committee shall draw up such programs of fixtures to be ratified by the Management Committee.

(b) The appointment of umpires shall be the responsibility of the Chairperson of the Games Committee and one member of the Umpires Committee.
(c) The Games Committee shall be responsible for staffing and control of the Games Directors office.

45.   JUNIOR COMMITTEE:

A Junior Committee may be formed at the discretion of the Management Committee.  It shall consist of a Chairperson from the Management Committee and a representative of each Club registered to play in the Bundaberg Hockey Association.

46.    GROUNDS – FACILITIES COMMITTEE:

The Management Committee shall appoint a committee known as the Facilities Committee, which shall consist of a member of the Management Committee and any three (3) other elected members.

The Facilities Committee shall be the sole controlling body in relation to all grounds and structures owned,  leased  or rented by the Association.  In the event of the grounds being unfit for play, all competition matches will be played the following week, subject to ground availability and representative commitments, and at the discretion of the Inner Executive.

The Facilities Committee shall report in writing, any matter which they consider should be brought before the Management Committee.

47.    REGISTRAR:

The Registrar shall enter and keep in the record books of the Association:-

(a) The results of all matches played in the competition for the premiership in various grades,

(b) The points scored in such matches

(c) Results of all other matches played in the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc. area or in which Bundaberg Hockey Association’s teams are directly interested.
The Registrar shall keep a register of all players registered with the Association.  The register of players shall record particulars of all players and grade in which they are registered.  Each week, the Registrar shall check and record all umpires reports and game cards and report to the Secretary.

The Registrar is to receive from umpires or tech bench, the correctly completed match cards.  These cards are to have team members and results verified by umpires and endorsed by captains of the respective teams.

48.    REP RESENTATIVE DUTIES – STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS – INTERCITY:

Any primary member of the Bundaberg Hockey Association must in the first instance nominate for the Bundaberg Representative Team that they wish to compete in at any State Championships.  If the player is not selected then that player may submit in writing a request to be released to play for another Centre.  Such a request must be made after final selections are announced, and state the name of the Centre the player wishes to participate with and the specific tournament and dates.


  REPRESENTATIVE UNIFORMS:

Any player who fails to return any representative uniform shall be suspended until the uniform is returned or paid for in full.

49.    CLUBS PARTICIPATING IN SOCIAL WEEKENDS:

No consideration will be given to Clubs for social week-ends during the fixture period, UNLESS

Special permission from the Management Committee is given.

50.    PREMIERSHIP – MINOR PREMIERS:
The teams leading in the Premiership Competition at the end of the premiership round, shall be declared the Minor Premiers.  In the event of two or more teams being equal on points at the conclusion of all premiership fixtures, positions first, second, third, etc., shall be decided on goal differences.  In the event of this also being equal, then a play-off shall take place between these teams, under the same rules applicable to a Grand Final, with a decision to be reached by penalty strokes if necessary.  The time of the game will be arranged by the Fixtures Committee.

51.    ELIGIBILITY FOR FINAL SERIES:

For any player to be eligible to take the field in any Final Series, such player shall have played in six (6) premiership matches prior to the commencement of such final series, in the grade and for the Club in which they are registered.

FINAL RULES:

52.    SEMI FINALS:
J2:

Games shall be 25 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time.  If the match is drawn at full time then 5 minutes extra time will be played.  In the event of a drawn game at the end of extra time, the team with the highest position on the premiership ladder at the completion of the premiership round shall proceed.

J1:

Games shall be 25 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time. If the match is drawn at full time, a three (3) minute break, then 5 minutes each way extra time will be played.  In the event of a drawn game at the end of extra time, the team with the highest position on the premiership ladder at the completion of the premiership round shall proceed.

UNDER 18 & DIVISION 2:

Games shall be 30 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time.  If the match is drawn at full time, a three (3) minute break, then 5 minutes each way extra time will be played.  In the event of a drawn game at the end of extra time, the time with the highest position on the premiership ladder at the completion of the premiership round shall proceed.

DIVISION 1:

Games shall be 35 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time.  If  the match is drawn at full time, a three (3) minute break, then 5 minutes each way extra time will be played.  In the event of a drawn game at the end of extra time, the team with the highest position on the premiership ladder at the completion of the premiership round shall proceed.

53.    PRELIMINARY FINALS:

J2:

Games shall be 25 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time.  If the match is drawn at full time then 5 minutes extra time will be played.  In the event of a drawn game at the end of extra time, the team with the highest position on the premiership ladder at the completion of the premiership round shall proceed.

J1:

Games shall be 25 minutes each  way, with 5 minutes half time

UNDER 18 & DIVISION 2:

Games shall be 30 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time

DIVISION 1:

Games shall be 35 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time

J1, UNDER 18, DIVISION 2 AND DIVISION 1:

If drawn at full time – a three (3) minute break before “ Sudden Death” commences for  six (6) minutes with only nine (9) players per team.  If still drawn – a one (1) minute break before “Sudden Death” recommences with only seven (7) players for  a further period of six (6) minutes.  If still drawn at the conclusion of the second extra period – a one (1) minute break before “Sudden Death” recommences with only five (5) players for a further period of six (6) minutes.  If still drawn at the end of the third extra period then the team with the highest position on the premiership ladder at the completion of the premiership round shall proceed to the Grand Final.

54.    GRAND FINALS:

J2:

Games shall be 25 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time.  If the match is drawn at full time, a three (3) minute break, then 5 minutes each way extra time shall be played.  If the match is still

drawn at the completion of extra time the Premiership will be shared.
J1:

Games shall be 25 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time

UNDER 28 & Division 2:

Games shall be 30 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time

DIVISION 1:

Games shall be 35 minutes each way, with 5 minutes half time

J1, UNDER 18, DIVISION 2 & DIVISION 1:

If drawn at full time – a three (3) minute break before “Sudden Death”  commences for  six (6) minutes  with only nine (9) players per team.  If still drawn – a one (1) minute break before “Sudden Death”  recommences with only seven (7) players for a further period of six (6) minutes.  If still drawn at the conclusion of the second period of extra time, penalty strokes will occur.

PENALTY STROKES:

Each team shall nominate five (5) players for taking penalty strokes.  In the event of a draw at the completion of the first set of penalty strokes, a second set shall be started with the same players and shall feature “Sudden Death” .

“Sudden Death” -  the team who scores first are pronounced the winners.

CONDITIONS:

The Games Director will start all games on the siren, after which all time shall be under the control of the Technical Bench person/persons appointed.
Injury time and goal-keeper replacement time will be played at the direction of the umpires, who will signify to the Technical Bench their intention.  The extra time will be added to the half in which any such stoppage occurs.  Other time outs will only be allowed as provided by the International Rules of Hockey.

55.    SUPPLY OF RULES:

Each Club and Committee, on joining the Association will be provided with a copy of the Rules/By-Laws and Constitution of the Bundaberg Hockey Association Inc., and from time to time with any amendments or additions made to be bound thereto.
